* Personal statement (1-2 pages).

* Résumé.

+ Two letters of recommendation, at least one of which addresses

applicant’s leadership abilities and/or teaching skills.

+ 3.0 cumulative undergraduate GPA

« Copy of front and back of teaching certificate (if applicable).
' If cumulative undergraduate GPA is less than 3.0, applicant must take
the GRE with a preferred minimum combined verbal and quantitative
score of 950. (On the revised GRE exam, preferred minimum scores of
verbal: 148 and quantitative: 147.)
