INTERNATIONAL STUDENT

SPU welcomes international student applications, and is eager to have
qualified students from a variety of geographic and cultural backgrounds
join our academic community.

International students are non-immigrants to the United States who are
admitted to the country on a temporary U.S. visa (most commonly an F-1
student visa). U.S. citizens, permanent residents, naturalized citizens, and
undocumented students are not considered international students.
